Jazz Studies Theory

We cover the theory points needed for improvising during the
monthly ensembles. But as these are practical sessions we don’t
have time either to explain the points in detail or to place them in an
overall theory scheme. In the ensembles, after all, we are rightly
more concerned with hearing and playing than with thinking!
